We were thrown into some  confusion 
recently when we, and Halstead,  
received a letter from Kent Police  
stating that our PCSO would be taking 
on extra duties in Shoreham. 
With Halstead, we contribute to the 
costs of a PCSO and this means that 
our PCSO is ‘ring fenced’ to our two 
Parishes.  It should be said that the 
notice was also a surprise to  
Shoreham, who found themselves  
having 3 PCSOs instead of just one, 
each covering a different area of their  
parish!!   
The inevitable urgent meeting was 

called where all parties attended, and it 
was agreed by the police to retain the 
existing position with Nick Barker the 
Halstead and Knockholt PCSO, assigned 
just to our two parish areas.   Following 
a meeting with Nick’s sergeant, we are 
now awaiting confirmation of this  
understanding. 
(As an aside, Shoreham have gone 
from 1 PCSO, to 3, and now none!!) 
As a Parish Council, we take the safety 
of Parishioners very seriously, have 
proactively participated in ‘partnership’ 
initiatives, and will continue to do so. 
Watch this space!

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Meet your councillors - Emma Crafter 
We continue our round of introductions to Council members: 
My name is Emma, I am 32 and have lived in the village all my life.  I recently 

bought my first house on Main Road, with my husband 
Keith.  We married 3 years ago in the beautiful setting of 
Knockholt Church.  I loved growing up in Knockholt and my 
first job was on a Saturday in Knockholt Village Stores when 
it was owned and run by Ken and Barbara Douch.  It  
enabled me to get to know many of the villagers and also 
greatly improved my mental arithmetic, as there was no 
electronic till, just a cash drawer!  This crude introduction to 

‘figure work’ encouraged me to go on to work in accountancy. I have worked in 
the accounts department of Sevenoaks Sound & Vision for the past 11 years.  It 
is a great company to work for and I am now the accounts manager in an all-girl 
office!  Despite really enjoying my job, I decided that it was not particularly 
creative so, 3 years ago, I enrolled on a night school floristry course.  This led 
me on to do an intensive 3 day wedding flower course in London, followed by 
some one-on-one tuition to enable me to gain the confidence to go on and do 
flowers for friends’ weddings and then others through word of mouth.  My other 
hobbies include swimming, and dancing in a local dance group; more for fun and 
exercise than for anything competitive! 
I have been a member of Knockholt Parish Council for 6 years, and in 2003 I 
was elected as one of the two District Councillors for Knockholt, Halstead and 
Badgers Mount.  This four year commitment taught me a lot about local  
government, but I decided that I was better suited to being a Parish councillor, 
so didn’t stand again.  For me, being a parish councillor enables me to give 
something back to the village whilst striving to keep it as such a beautiful and 
peaceful place to live.  

You may recall that your Parish along with others that are likely to be affected by any 
development proposal at Fort Halstead have joined together to form a ‘working 
group’. 
The main objective of this group is to gather as much factual information as is  
available, that may, or indeed may not, be relevant to any planning application that is 
placed before Sevenoaks District Council. 
This working group does not have any authority in its own right, and it will always be 
the responsibility of each Parish Council to respond to any application.   
However, we hope that the work of this group will mean each Parish will have as 
much information as is possible at its disposal. 
Indications as to the timing of an application keep changing, but whenever an  
application is received by the District you may rest assured we will be in the best  
possible position to respond. 
 

As a ‘group’ we have been working to gather as much valid and accurate data as we 
can.  This covers such a wide range of subjects that it would not be viable to list them 
here, but they range, for example, from all of the relevant planning policies and  

guidance notes, both National and Local, that are in place and that need to be 
considered, to even more specialised issues such as those covering  

Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB), and even  
considering basic items such as the bore size of drainage  

systems through to links with the South Eastern train company. 
 

We as a group are aware that in some quarters of the  
communities, it is felt that not enough is being done to resist any 

application from Hines that relates to the Fort Halstead site. 
We are also however very mindful that we should be entirely ‘open 

minded’ at this particular stage, as it is a fact that, despite much 
press coverage, and indeed publicity from Hines, there is at this time 

no specific planning application, so everything at this point is ‘speculation’ and 
there is nothing to ‘resist’.    
Local Authorities, your own Parish included, do not work on ‘speculation’, but ‘fact’, 
and it is therefore entirely inappropriate for the group to be making any  
recommendations to Parish Councils at this particular time.  However, when (if) a 
planning application is made for Fort Halstead, then and only then will all the  
accumulated data be brought into action to respond appropriately to the specific  
application. 
We, of course, should also remind ourselves that this site is already in use by DSTL 
and QinetiQ, and any planning application made may be such that it could be  
supported by the local community. 
 

However, we are keen to learn of your particular concerns; we would love to hear if 
you have any specific knowledge relating to the Fort; we are always open to 
‘specialist’ input so, if you have a particular area of skill, (anything from traffic flow 
analysis through to points of law) we would love to hear from you.
