Object;

In view of the rapidly approaching deadline, we request a formal decision extension to be able to obtain clarity of the situation.

We request a site visit from the assigned planning officer and ask that they review this  against all planning applications on the site. 

We refer SDC to the Bristol Planning officers site visit and subsequent report and would ask that the findings are taken into account in reviewing progress to date.


Representing our parishioners we, once again have concerns that adjacent neighbours that would be directly affected by this application have not been consulted. Neighbours should be given the opportunity to comment on the whole application ahead of a decision being made.

We note that the lawful development application did not include the additional elements and should therefore have no bearing on the original application and should have been subject to a full planning application.

We reiterate our previous comments we feel have not been addressed in this resubmission, especially in terms of the significant proportion of the parking it would take up on the pubs land.

In addition we have concerns that this proposal could diminish the commercial viability of the Three Horseshoes as a business.
