7.1 AMENITIES
a. There was nothing further to report on the Community Library.
b. The Clerk advised that she has been in contact with the contractors to ask if it is possible to elevate the ground levels to create the footpath and is awaiting feedback from them.
c. There was nothing further to report on the Tree Working Party.
d. It was noted that the recreation ground fence has been badly damaged due to vandalism. It was unanimously agreed to replace with heavy duty fencing. Quotes are to be obtained ahead of the next meeting.
e. Cllr Manton advised members that the fencing contractors recommended for Letts Green Fencing have not responded to our request for a quote. Cllr Manton has been provided with details of another contractor and will contact them to obtain quotes.
f. The recent antisocial behaviour throughout the village was discussed. Unfortunately, in addition to the damage to the recreation ground fence, there has also been damage caused to areas of the cycle track. Evidence of drug use and alcohol consumption has also been found in both areas. If this behaviour continues the council will seek to hire the Patrol Service to patrol the areas once again.
g. It was noted that we are still awaiting an appointment to be booked in via Tree Craft to survey the 2 Chestnut Trees at Park Corner.
h. The Flower Festival was discussed, members decided to donate £100.00 to the event. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Moody.

i. It was decided to defer any discussions on the ancient footpaths until further notice.
j. Cllr Moody proposed that 1 bench be located behind the new Cricket Club Pavilion next to the existing bench and the bench donated from Cudham be located in the Children’s Playground. Seconded Cllr Manton. This leaves 1 further bench to decide on location for. It was agreed to arrange a site visit ahead of the next meeting to decide on the location.
k. It was agreed that the notice of vacancy for 2 positions to join the board of trustees of Hampton Cottages will be posted on the Parish noticeboards and website.
l. It was noted that the branches by the streetlight at Vavasseurs need cutting back. Cllr Brookes will speak to Tree Craft regarding carrying out the necessary works.
7.2 FINANCE
a.   It was noted that the amended planning application for the Village Centre has been granted. Cllr Manton proposed that the Parish Council pay the VAT proportion of the building control fees for the development. Seconded Cllr Picot.
b.    The external auditor certificate 2020/21 was noted. It was noted that the external auditor concluded that the AGAR was in accordance with proper practises and no other matters had come to their attention giving cause for concern. No further action required
7.3   PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION

e. It has been decided to put any further speed device decisions on hold while options are considered.
f. Nothing further to report on the 30mph check speed signs.
g. It was noted that there has been no further correspondence from Kent Highways regarding the yellow line assessment on the Pound. It was agreed to obtain quotes for a private professional report to provide advice on various highway’s issues throughout the village. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Manton.

d.    The clerk advised that the Bowls Club have been in contact, they request an additional lease agreement be written by the Parish Council to include parking arrangements. It was agreed to get further information regarding the granted approval with SDC in relation to parking before looking into a further lease agreement between the Parish Council and the Bowls Club.
