7.1 AMENITIES
a. Cllr Maines presented report to members showing the results of the tree survey working party held on 20th November. It was agreed that Cllr Maines will now collate a list to outline works needed to be tendered for quotes to be agreed via email ahead of the next meeting.
b. The clerk advised members that 1 quote has been received for the tree works required in Ivy Lane, the clerk will now seek to obtain 2 further quotes to be agreed at the next meeting.
c. The clerk advised that a site visit has been arranged with the contractor to obtain quotes for the replacement recreation ground fencing.
d. Nothing further to report on the Letts Green fencing.
e. Nothing further to report on the Tree Survey.

f. The new picnic benches were discussed. Cllr Hewitt is to liaise with the village centre to confirm that they are still in storage ahead of arranging installation.
g. The clerk confirmed that the location plan for Alan Hildrew’s memorial tree has been sent to Chevening Estate for formal approval.
h. Cllr Manton reported that the Letts Green defibrillator purchase is going ahead and a donation of £500 has been agreed towards costs which will be paid upon confirmation of receipt of purchase.
i. Cllr Maines proposed a flyer for new residents listing information of all the amenities, clubs and relevant contact details throughout the village. Seconded Cllr Manton. Cllr Maines is to collate a draft for approval.
7.2 FINANCE
a.   The Minutes of the Finance meeting held on Thursday 26th November 2021 were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr. Hewitt. Seconded Cllr. Manton

b.    Members were provided with the forecast for end of year. Income is forecasted to be £4k above budget due to a VAT reclaim and CIL funds received and Expenditure £438 below budget. Income is forecasted to be £4.5k more than expenditure.
c.    Members were provided with the 2022/23 Budget based on end of year forecast and inflation at 2.9%. Provisions made of £4.5k for loan repayments for public works board loan grant for the Village Centre refurbishment, £3.5k for playground/Letts Green fencing and £500 for Knockholt Library. Budget income £57.2k. Budget expenditure £57.2k. Agreed in principle. To be formally approved at the next meeting.
d.   It was reported that after further inspection of the Village Centre roof, additional works are required to meet current standards. KVCC are currently awaiting quotes for the additional work.
e.   The Tennis Club have asked for a rent review. The clerk is to request to review the accounting records for the last 3 years ahead of making a decision on the matter.
7.3   PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION 
a. The Minutes of the Planning & Transportation meeting held on Monday 8th November 2021 were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr. Picot. Seconded Cllr. Manton.

b. Nothing further to report on the SDC local plan or Fort Halstead plan. It was noted that the outcome of the Broke Hill appeal hearing is still pending.
c. It was noted that we are still awaiting a response from Kent Highways to the letter sent requesting the speeding safety camera van in the village. The clerk is to resend original letter via recorded delivery and ask for an urgent response.
d. Cllr Moody reported that she is liaising with the speed device manufacturer and working on obtaining the data from the speed devices. 
e. It was noted that there has been no update from Kent Highways regarding the yellow line assessment on the pound.
