Single storey rear extension with changes to fenestration. Detached triple garage.
Comment by 23rd October
This application is to be discussed in further detail and comments collated closer to the comment deadline.

Object:
We object to this application for the reasons listed below;

Whilst we have no objection to the proposed design of both house and garage, the overall increase in built form has already become excessive in a location which is both Green Belt and AONB. A comparison with the layout of this area and its immediate surroundings over the past few decades will serve to clearly illustrate the degree to which infill has taken place.

The successful request to remove the original Permitted Development Rights makes us question the effectiveness of this system.

We ask for clarity that the illustrated (marked in red) domestic curtilage boundary actually includes the field adjoining Main Road, upon which a large horse shelter was installed several years ago?

The high wooden fencing installed when the last unit on this site was redeveloped into a separate dwelling has been detrimental to the Street view and what was a pleasant, open country lane has now turned into a high sided tunnel.

Object;


Whilst we appreciate the intention to maximise the space, the proposal is not in keeping to the existing street scene and lacks any architectural merit in a location critical to the ethos of the village. We note that the proposal would also take up a significant proportion of the parking on the pubs land.

We would be open to this application being revisited in a more sympathetic architectural style and design to maximise the potential in view of the dominant location right in the center of the village.
