The Annual Parish meeting was discussed, it was noted that it is unlikely to be able to go ahead this year    due to COVID-19 restrictions. Cllr Manton proposed that we issue a summary of the Parish Councils activity in the next quarterly newsletter to keep residents informed. Seconded Cllr Radford.

7.1  AMENITIES
a. Cllr Picot advised that the Knockholt help phone line is back up and running following a few technical issues in January, the lines continue to be relatively quiet, but all is functioning well. The Library has been quiet also but volunteers continue to deliver books and puzzles to residents upon request.
b. The clerk advised that she is still awaiting quotes from the contractors for the proposed works to the Harrow Road to the Three Horseshoes footpath. Cllr Moody suggested that Wicksteed may be able to offer a quote for the works. The Clerk is to contact them.
c. It was noted that the Clerk is still currently awaiting quotes from a local contractor to review ahead of the Maintenance contract renewal, the clerk is to chase.
d. There was nothing further to report on the Tree Working Party due to the current Government restrictions.
e. Nothing further to report on the Hedgerow/Trees along the cycle track. The Tree Working Party will review as soon as restrictions allow. 
f. LED lighting was discussed, the clerk is to email all councillors some quotes ahead of the next meeting.
g. The village clean up was discussed and although the usual annual village clean up has been postponed until restrictions allow Cllr Brookes proposed that we purchase some litter pickers so that members can take turns in picking up litter around the village. Seconded Cllr Manton. 
h. The clerk advised that she has been in contact SDC to ask if the bin by St Katherines school can be replaced with a larger one, SDC responded that they only provide one standard size of bin. The clerk is to now go back to SDC to ask if the bin can be replaced with their new standard size bin as the one currently in this location is much smaller that all other bins in the village.
7.2 FINANCE
a.   The insurance requirements for 2021 renewal were reviewed and agreed.

b.   There was nothing further to report on KVCC financial standing.
7.3    PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION

c. Nothing to report on the SDC Local Plan or Fort Halstead Plan. It was noted that the planning application for Broke Hill has been refused by SDC.
d. Cllr Manton advised that he has prepared a draft letter putting our valid case together in the next step in our request to have the Speeding Safety Camera Van active in the Village which he will circulate to all councillors imminently.
e. The clerk advised that the electrician has raised concerns regarding installation of the new speed device to the agreed lampost due to it being wooden and is unsure if the supply point will facilitate the connection for the speed sign. The clerk is to make further enquiries and report back to him.
f. It was noted that Cllr.Manton and Cllr Maines will install the 30mph check speed signs when restrictions and weather allows.

g. Cllr Manton advised members that the new bollards have now been installed at Chapmans Green to stop the extensive parking on the green and the bollards at Randles Lane will be installed in the next few days.
