c. The Rushmore Hill upcoming road closures due to SGN gas works were discussed. It was resolved to write to Kent Highways to ask how local businesses will be supported during the closures.

d. A letter has been received on behalf of Waldon Telecom requesting access to carry out an initial visual feasibility surveys to the Land South of Main Road to determine feasibility for further telecommunications apparatus.
