  8.1 AMENITIES

a. A meeting was held by parish councillors to inspect the trees and discuss recommendations of Tree Audit. It was decided that The Clerk would compile a list of works to be completed by Tree Craft, a working party and other works.
b.It was agreed that the choice of benches and picnic tables for the play area, Recreation Ground and extension land, including those recently vandalised will be decided at the next meeting of the Amenities Committee
         8.2 FINANCE

 a. The minutes of the Finance Committee held on Monday 26th November were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr. Manton. Seconded Cllr. Hewitt.
b. The terms of reference for the Finance Committee remain unchanged.

c. Clerk provided forecast for end of year. Currently income £2k below budget. Expenditure £4.5k below budget. 

d. Clerk provided Budget 2019/20  based on end of year forecast and inflation at 3%. Provisions made £1.5k for street signage. £5k work on extension land. 

Budget income £49.6K. Budget expenditure £46.3k.

Cllr. Moody proposed and Cllr. Manton seconded that the budget and precept for 2019/20 be £49676 be accepted. Agreed.

d. Scope of internal audit agreed.

e. The Clerk is in the process of getting the right forms to progress the update of the bank mandate.

f. Cllr Manton advised that KVCC are currently failing to cover running costs due to the lack of regular hirers and no pantomime this year. Village support for refurbishment plans has been poor and there has been little success in securing grants. 

As there is a CIL application pending, Cllr. Manton proposed, Seconded Cllr. Hewitt  to make a £1k S137 donation to KVCC and review the situation following the CIL decision. Agreed.

c. The Clerk gave feedback from SDC Planning that subject to approve by Cabinet, SDC will submit the Local Plan to consultation under Regulation 19. This document does not include Broke Hill, however the developer will be appealing to the Planning Inspectorate.

  8.5 SPORTS AND LEISURE  
a Following WFC’s   £100 contribution for the generator, KPC ordered and had delivered a generator. WFC will ensure it is securely held in the railway carriage. 
b. It was agreed that The Clerk would contact the Tennis Club and insist that a substantial replacement tree is planted near the original felled tree, to continue to be a barrier to cricket balls.

a. Kent Fire & Rescue Service (KFRS) has issued a safety and wellbeing plan update 2018 to give local people an update on the work they do and the range of services they provide. The proposals have been developed in conjunction with Go Coach and seek to materialise a reduction in the subsidy provided by the County Council to support the service.
