7.1  AMENITIES
a. It was noted that the new Main Road Street signs have now been installed. 

b. Cllr Manton advised that the planned work to the Lynch gate will go ahead as soon as the weather allows, the materials are being supplied free of charge by a very generous resident. 
c. Cllr Picot advised that the Library is still operating on a no access basis due to the Tier 3 Covid-19 restrictions, there are 2 people on duty delivering books and puzzles to residents. Knockholt help has been re active successfully but there has been no interest so far due to more people already have a support network in place. 

d. The clerk advised that a contractor is due to visit the site for the proposed Harrow Road footpath and provide us with a quote for the work.
e. It was noted that the Clerk is currently awaiting quotes from a local contractor to review ahead of the Maintenance contract renewal.
f. Cllr Maines advised that the Tree working party is currently on hold due to the new Covid-19 restrictions, to be reviewed in the New Year.
g. The Hedgerow/Trees around the cycle track were discussed. The Tree Working Party will review as soon as restrictions allow.
h. Members discussed the Equality Act 2010 section 2 – The clerk is to contact all committees around the village to ensure they are compliant and aware of their responsibilities. 
7.2 FINANCE
a.   Minutes of the Finance committee on Thursday 26th November were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Moody. 
b.    Members were provided with the forecast for end of year. Income is forecasted to be £4.4k above budget due to a VAT reclaim and Expenditure £352.00 above budget due to Knockholt help and the new Library expenses.

c.   Members were provided with the 2021/22 Budget based on end of year forecast and inflation at 0.7%. Provisions made of £5k for loan repayments for Public works board loan grant for the Village Centre refurbishment. Budget income £52.4K. Budget expenditure £52.3k. Cllr. Manton proposed and Cllr. Hewitt seconded that the budget and precept for 2021/22 of £52406.56 be accepted. Agreed. 
d.    Cllr Manton advised that KVCC have submitted their CIL application with the full support of the Parish Council. KVCC have decided to go ahead with the replacement heating system. 
7.3    PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION 
a. Minutes of the Planning & Transportation committee on Tuesday 24th November were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr Radford. Seconded Cllr Picot.

b. Minutes of the Planning & Transportation committee on Monday 30th November were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr Radford. Seconded Cllr Picot. 

c. Nothing to report on the SDC Local Plan or Fort Halstead Plan.
d. Cllr Manton advised that he is still working on putting together a case to move forward to the next stage in the bid to get the speeding safety van active in the Village. Cllr Manton proposed the purchase of cardboard policemen holding handheld speed guns as a deterrent in the short term. Seconded Cllr Moody.
e. Clerk is to contact the electrician to arrange installation of the new speed device.

f. It was noted that the new 30pmh check speed signs will be installed once government guidelines allow.
g. Cllr Manton advised that he has the new bollards for Chapmans Green to be installed imminently.
 7.4 PUBLICITY AND MEDIA 
a. Minutes of the Publicity and Media committee held on Thursday 12th November were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr Maines. Seconded Cllr Hewitt.
