7.1  AMENITIES
a. The clerk advised that we are still awaiting SDC to install the new street signage, she will chase again.
b. Cllr Manton advised that we are still awaiting estimates for repairs to the lych gate at the church. 

c. Cllr Picot advised that the Knockholt Library official opening by MP Laura Trott would be going ahead, following the current Government Social Distancing Guidelines on 9th October.
d. The proposed footpath from Harrow Road to the Three Horseshoes was discussed, Cllr Moody proposed rubber honeycomb is used. Seconded Cllr Radford. The clerk is to obtain quotes to present to members at the next meeting.
e. Cllr Manton proposed that the Patrol Services are paused due to the reduction in anti-social behaviour in recent weeks. We will look to resume the service if anti-social behaviour increases in the future. Seconded Cllr Maines. The clerk is to email to thank them for their services.

g. The Tree working Party was discussed. Members are to take a walk around the village to list works needed on Wednesday 7th October before arranging the working party to carry out the necessary works.
h. The Hedgerow/Trees around the cycle track were discussed. The Tree Working Party are to review and report back.

i. Cllr Hewitt proposed that the Village Clean up is postponed until COVID-19 Government guidelines relax enough to allow more volunteers to attend as per previous years. Seconded Cllr Moody.
