A potentially dangerous Sycamore Tree has been reported by St Katharine’s Church. The tree is believed to be owned by Kent Highways and has been reported to them. If no response is received we will seek to obtain further information and quotations for the required works to ensure safety requirements are met.

h. Cllr Picot updated members of the outcome from his communications with both the board of Chevening Estate and the effected residents in Ivy Lane regarding the flooding issues. It has been agreed that the homeowners will seek to reestablish the ditch along the west side of their boundary to control the flow of water and in addition Chevening Estates have agreed to excavate the estate pond in the spring/summer and will schedule an annual excavation going forward.

i. KATS committee have requested permission to plant a memorial Tree for Joe and Joan Malzer and Trish Swain. Permission was granted but KATS will be advised regarding the location. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Fiorini.
j. It was noted that the fencing at the back of the bowls club that protects the greens from animals is in need of replacement. It was resolved to obtain quotations to replace the fencing. Proposed Cllr Maines. Seconded Cllr Moody.

k. It has been reported that the paving around the bench facing the road on the Pound is damaged. The quotation for repairs was accepted. Proposed Cllr Collins. Seconded Cllr Picot.
l. We have received various reports of flooding throughout the village. Kent Highways have been contacted and they have advised that the issues do not meet their intervention criteria for additional reactive works and our drains will therefore continue to be maintained through their cyclical cleansing programme with frequencies either being annual, biennial or triennial. The clerk will liaising further with Kent Highways regarding the matter and also contact MP Laura Trott to ask for her backing in the hope of getting the issues resolved as a matter of urgency.
