a. Cllr Moody provided members with a quotation for the Letts Green fencing project. A further quotation from another contractor has been requested and a decision on how to proceed with the project will be decided once this has been received.
b. The Land at Hunters Walk information has been sent to the Kent Highways definition team to obtain ownership of the land.

d. It was agreed that the Kings Coronation celebrations will take place from 1-6pm with a BBQ provided by the Parish Council and music by DJ Dave. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Maines.
e. The Clerk presented members with the first draft of the Harrow Inn Community Asset application to review ahead of the next meeting.
f. The location and type of Cherry Tree for the replacement Memorial tree was agreed. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Radford. The clerk will now obtain quotations.

g. The disappointing reduction of Royal Mail postal service was discussed. It was decided to collate and send a letter to Royal Mail to note our objections to this.

At the Knockholt Parish Council meeting of Monday 3rd April 2023, it was resolved to seek the approval of the Secretary of State for Levelling Up, Housing and Communities to apply for a PWLB Loan of £150,000.00 over the borrowing term of 25 years for the Village Centre Refurbishment project. The annual loan repayments will come to around £6000.00 per annum. It is not intended to increase the council tax precept for the purpose of the loan repayments. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Moody.

d.    The annual incremental increase in the clerks rate of pay from SCP13 (£12.97ph) to SCP14 (£13.21 p/h) as per terms of contract was approved. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Radford.
