4. MINUTES. 
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 1ST February 2021 were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr. Manton. Seconded- Cllr. Radford.
5. CLERK’S REPORT. 
The clerk presented members with an email received from a concerned resident regarding damage to the
verges and two grass areas at Letts Green caused by various large vehicles.

The resident proposed installation of replacement wooden fencing to protect the area from further damage and 

made an offer to contribute towards the cost.

All members agreed to the proposal. The clerk is to send acknowledge email to resident and members 

will look into obtaining necessary quotations.

7.1  AMENITIES
a. Cllr Picot advised that the Knockholt help service is still running smoothly with only a small number of enquires. The Library hope to be able to reopen on 14th April with a limit of 6 people inside at a time. 
b. The clerk advised that she has been in contact with Wicksteed and they are going to attend site and provide quotations for the new footpath and gate.
c. The clerk advised that she has been in touch with a local maintenance contractor to provide quotes for the maintenance contract. Cllr Moody is currently collating a list of maintenance works on a map for ease of reference when providing the quotes.
d. There was nothing further to report on the Tree Working Party due to the current Government restrictions.
e. Nothing further to report on the Hedgerow/Trees along the cycle track. The Tree Working Party will review as soon as restrictions allow. 
f. LED lighting was discussed, the clerk advised that she has obtained two quotes for upgrading the streetlights in the village to LED, one to refurbish existing lamps and another to replace with new, both with the warmer lighting. The clerk is to contact the supplier to clarify how many of the lamps were included in the quotes. 
g. The clerk advised that she has been in contact with SDC again regarding the request to replace the bin by St Katherines school with a larger one. SDC responded to confirm that our request has been passed to the street cleaning supervisor who will assess if a new bin is needed. It was noted that the bin in the play area has been kicked loose once again so arrangements will be made to have this fixed.
h. It was noted that the Bid papers for the Three Horseshoes Public House to remain a Community Asset have been completed ready to be submitted to SDC for consideration.

i. Cllr Moody advised that an anonymous request from a resident has been received to ask for agreement in principle for a memorial bench on the Pound once they are deceased. The resident has confirmed that they will be funding the proposed bench. Proposal was accepted in principle subject to further information and discussion on the position etc. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Manton.

7.2 FINANCE
a.   It was noted that KVCC have recently been granted a further 2 Grants in excess of £7k to contribute to the boiler project which is currently underway.
7.3    PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION 
a. Minutes of the Planning & Transportation committee on Monday 8th February were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr Radford. Seconded Cllr Picot.
b. Nothing to report on the SDC Local Plan or Fort Halstead Plan. 
c. Cllr Manton advised that he has prepared a draft letter putting our valid case together in the next step for our request to have the Speeding Safety Camera Van active in the Village which he will circulate to all members imminently.
d. The clerk advised that the proposed lamppost for the installation of the new speed device is owned by UK Power Network and she has contacted them for approval to go ahead with the Speed Device installation.
e. It was noted that Cllr.Manton and Cllr Maines will install the 30mph check speed signs imminently now the weather is improving.
f. Cllr Manton advised members that historic pictures of the Pound prove that bollards were clearly present many years ago in the same location. 
The Clerk will seek to get clarification from Kent Highways if this gives us grounds to get the bollards reinstated.

In the meantime, the clerk is to print off some parking notices to put on vehicles that are parked dangerously.

g.    It was noted that a resident has been in contact regarding driving safety concerns down Shelleys Lane in  

      the recent snow and ice. The Clerk contacted Kent Highways to request Shelleys Lane be added to the  

      gritting list but unfortunately there is no further capacity on the gritting 

      rounds. Cllr Manton proposed we get quotes for a salt bin to be installed. Seconded Cllr Maines.

h.   An email was received from a resident stressing concerns regarding the blocked gullies in the village.   

      They proposed a short entry in the next Parish Council newsletter asking other residents to report Gully 

      Blockage issues when out for walks etc. This proposal was unanimously agreed but as the March 
      Newsletter has already gone to print it was decided that an entry in the Knockholt Grapevine be   

      suggested to the resident.

Cllr Manton proposed a £2k donation to the Cricket Club towards costs. This was seconded by Cllr Hewitt.
