12.1 AMENITIES
a. Cllr Picot reported that the Knockholt help service is still extremely quiet. The library is now open to residents again. Cllr Picot proposed the purchase of some extra bookcases in the future to be able to expand. Seconded Cllr Collins.
b. Cllr Picot advised that various summer events are currently in discussion with the Carnival Committee. Once event details have been finalised leaflets will be distributed throughout the village.
c. The clerk advised that the Wicksteed contactors have attended a site visit and will send through a quote for the Harrow Road to Three Horseshoes footpath in due course.
d. It was noted that the local contractor failed to provide quotations for the maintenance contract, it was therefore agreed to accept the quotation received and renew the annual contract with Landscape Services. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Brookes.
e. LED lighting was discussed following review of the recent quotations. Cllr Little proposed we stagger the upgrade to LED lighting as and when the existing lamps need replacing. Seconded Cllr Moody.
f. The clerk notified members that SDC have assessed the bin by the school and state that this is not an SDC bin so they cannot replace.
g. It was noted that the Bid for the Three Horseshoes Public House to remain a Community Asset has been granted and this will remain on the asset register for a further 5 years.
h. The Clerk advised that she has drafted a letter regarding the broken Stile SK697 at the bottom of Shelleys hill to the landowner. She will email draft to members for approval. 
i. It was noted that an application has been registered with SDC to place a Tree Protection order on the 2 Yew trees on Old London Road and is awaiting a decision.

j. Cllr Picot notified members that numerous items of Westerham Football Club’s Property remains in the Railway carriage. Cllr Brookes proposed a notice to be displayed giving 30 days for items to be removed and if they are not removed, they will be disposed of. Seconded Cllr Moody.
