       7. COMMITTEE REPORTS 
  7.1 AMENITIES

a. The minutes of the Amenities Committee held on Wednesday 12th September were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed-Cllr. Little. Seconded-Cllr. Hewitt. Agreed.

b. It was agreed to postpone the installation of LED streetlights until August 2021. In the meantime, any lights needing replacement would be converted to LED. In 2021 all remaining lights will be converted, and vintage posts installed on The Pound
c. Another meeting will be arranged to inspect the trees and discuss recommendations of Tree Audit.
d.  KCC Highways have been to mark out reported potholes in Chevening Lane and Randles Lane
         7.2 FINANCE

 a. Bank reconciliation to the end of September was noted and Cllr. Hildrew initialled closing balances for 30th September and bank statements for July and August.
b. it was agreed to write a cheque-1496- made payable to Knockholt Parish Council to transfer money from the Community account to the BMM account in order to reduce the balance below £80,000.

c. The external auditor certificate 2017/18 was received and initialled by Cllr. Hildrew.  The external auditor concluded that the AGAR was in accordance with proper practises and no other matters had come to their attention giving cause for concern.

d. The Clerk presented a year end projection which shows that income is expected to be £2.1k below budget and expenditure £6.5k below budget. 

          7.3    PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION
a. Streetlights have quoted £95 to install a double fused secondary isolation unit to enable lamppost connection for speed signage. Cllr. Brookes asked for further consideration of where the speed signage will be installed. It was proposed by Cllr. Woolley, seconded by Cllr Hildrew and agreed that The Clerk would purchase the mains powered speed signage for £2.9k.
b. The Housing Needs Survey has been delivered to all households.

  7.5 SPORTS AND LEISURE  
a. The minutes of the Sports and Leisure Committee held on Monday 17th September were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr Brookes. Seconded Cllr. Hildrew. Agreed.

b. The Clerk has obtained a quote for a generator from WFC which will be ordered on receipt of a cheque for £240 from WFC.
c. Cllr Brookes and Cllr Moody together with volunteers have started construction of the cycle track and are waiting for Dave Elliott to bring heavy machinery to construct bends and humps
 d. The cricket club lease will be renewed for another 5 years with no changes to the agreement or fee.

8. POLICE REPORT.
Old London Road in Knockholt-On Tuesday 4th of September around 10:27am. A Ford Transit van parked in the road was broken into and cash was stolen. Two men, one described as white, early 30s, about 5ft 9in and stocky build, were seen at the van. They left in a white van when challenged.
Eleanor Collins decided to train as a Kent Police Officer and is replaced by PCSO Sue Harwood. Amy Hardy continues as a PCSO.

9.  BIGGIN HILL UPDATE
 Cllr. Radford reported that the chapel has now opened. There has been some disagreement about activities happening in a place of worship.
10. UPDATE OF STANDING ORDERS

The Clerk will issue new standing orders in line with the new model issued by NALC, for comment and ratification at November’s meeting.
