7.1  AMENITIES
a. The clerk advised that we are still awaiting SDC to install the new street signage.
b. Cllr Manton advised that we are still awaiting estimates for repairs to the lych gate at the church. 

c. It was noted that the Knockholt help service is now paused but can be reactivated if necessary. Cllr Picot advised that the knockholt books service has had a great deal of support and the Library are proposing an official opening in October, this was unanimously supported.
d. It was noted that the walks around the village to inspect the stiles have been ongoing and so far no further damage to stiles have been reported. 

e. The proposal of a footpath being installed from Harrow Road to the Three Horseshoes was discussed, a site visit is to be arranged to look at the location and discuss the best materials to use.
f. It was agreed that the patrol service on the recreation ground has reduced the anti-social behaviour. It was proposed to keep the patrol service at half the frequency throughout September and pause the service in October. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Maines.
g. The Clerk provided members with details of the current maintenance contract for review before the contract renewal date.
h. The Tree survey report was reviewed, it was agreed to arrange a working party to carry out some of the necessary works.

a.    Cllr Manton advised that KVCC are currently putting details of the project together including costings to support the Grant application.
b. The Clerk’s Salary-National Joint Council for Local Government Services agreement for pay scales for implementation 20/21 SCP11 (old scale no SCP21) £11.30 per hour was agreed and applied from 1 April 2020. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Moody.
