6.1 AMENITIES
a. The parts needed for the repair work to the Playground have been ordered and the repair work has started. It was proposed we also have the big slide repainted. Proposed Cllr Manton, Seconded Cllr Little.
b. The Clerk advised that she has emailed SDC again to get a date for the new street sign installation and is awaiting a response. 
c. Cllr Manton advised that he is still awaiting a response for an estimate regarding repairs to the Lych gate at the church.

d. Cllr Picot advised that the Knockholt puzzles and books service continues to be a success and proposed setting up a library in the library room of the village centre. Proposed Cllr Picot. Seconded Cllr Manton. Cllr Picot is to get quotes for shelving units.
The Knockholt help service has quietened down so much in recent weeks that it was decided to continue the service throughout July but then suspend from August. Emails will be sent to all involved to inform them that all details will be deleted to meet data protection requirements.

e.  It was noted that Cllr Moody and Cllr Collins have so far been on 2 walks to inspect the footpath styles and

     report any broken ones. They are yet to come across any that are broken but will continue inspecting over         

     the next few weeks.

f.   Cllr Brookes advised that St Katharines school wish to have a traffic mirror installed to improve the
     impaired vision line and have asked if they can use the existing footpath sign. It was agreed for KPC to 
     attend the site and report back to them.
g.  The recent anti-social behaviour in the village was discussed and it was agreed that since KPC enlisted 

     private security company TMS Protection LTD to patrol the recreation ground, there has been far less 

     anti-social behaviour, resulting in far less rubbish. KPC are however disappointed that even 

     after numerous emails and calls to the local PCSO’s to request a site visit, we are still awaiting a response 

     which has led to us to have to spend our own money to target the problem. Clerk is to send complaint to 

     the Kent Police Commissioner.

6.2 FINANCE
a.  Cllr Manton advised that KVCC are still working on sources of funding for the refurbishment of the Village Centre. KPC will be applying for a loan to help with the funding as soon as we have received a detailed report of the project, including figures and details of how the money will be spent.
        b.1. The clerk advised that Lionel Robbins has carried out the internal Audit for 2019/20 and there were no 

      adverse comments from the Internal Auditor.

       is to invoice the club. The pro rata reduction for the Cricket Club will be discussed as soon as closure 
       details are received. 
6.3   PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION 
a. The planning comments submitted since the last meeting were ratified. Proposed Cllr Radford, Seconded Cllr Manton.
b. Nothing further to report on SDC Local Plan. It was noted that a new application has been received for the Fort Halstead development, we are awaiting consultation.
c. The clerk is still awaiting the crash and fatality statistics from Kent Highways to enable us to push forward with our request for the speeding and safety camera van in the village.
d. The clerk advised that the new speed device will be installed next week.
e. Cllr Manton advised that the 30mph check speed signs will be installed in the next few days.

c.    Cllr Collins advised that the cricket club are currently liaising with Cluttons and providing further details for them regarding the new Cricket Club Pavilion. In discussion Cluttons pointed out that structures on the recreation ground are prohibited and that they have no details in relation the Tennis court structure. The clerk is to look into obtaining these details.
