7.1 AMENITIES
a. The tree works on Park Corner have been completed. It was noted that the new tree guards for the Jubilee Oak Tree have been installed. The clerk is going to chase up the maintenance contractor to cut back the Hedge on the Pound, along Harrow Road.
b. Nothing further to report on the Letts Green fencing.
c. Nothing further to report on Hunters Walk.
d. The quote for the Defibrillator maintenance contract was accepted. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Collins. The machine will be reinstalled and registered back on the circuit as soon as possible.
e. Cllr Brookes proposed that the Harrow Inn be registered as a Community Asset. This was unanimously agreed. The Landlords will be informed ahead of pursing the registration.
f. It was agreed to use mixed hedging including Beech as infill for the Trees removed in Ivy Lane. The clerk will contact the Woodlands Trust to obtain quotations.
g. Cllr Maines proposed introducing a dog agility area between the Bowls Club and the bank. All members present voted against this idea due to it being so close to the children’s play area and the possibility of dog faeces’ being left on the recreation ground.
h. KPC are looking to get personalised Tree Plaques for the Queens Jubilee tree and the memorial Tree for Alan Hildrew due to be planted imminently. Cllr Maines will obtain quotations for these and report back to members for approval. 
7.2 FINANCE
a.    Cllr Manton proposed a short term loan to KVCC to enable works to the Village Centre to continue, this will be paid back from the PWLB Grant once received. This was approved in principle. The amount of the loan will be reviewed ahead of the next meeting.
