Object:

We strongly object to this application as we have never received any confirmation from our concerns raised to SDC about the legitimacy of the re siting of the barn and the previously stated business intentions. 

We feel there is a lack of openness as to why Sevenoaks have not previously been notified that this has been a habitable space for 4 years. We question the legitimacy of the evidence of several businesses on the site as previously documented as we now have evidence of domestic occupancy over the last 4 years. We question if council tax payments, electoral register etc have been complied with. 

We also note our concern regarding the continued refusal of a site visit from the applicant and would request SDC visit this site ahead of a decision being made.

In light of the points we have raised we are of the opinion that this might constitute a misuse of a lawful development certificate.

If SDC are minded to grant this application we would ask for all development rights be removed so this cannot be further develop or extended.
