Erection of stables and use of land for equestrian purposes
Comment- KPC realises that they are unable to object to this application for stables as they would appear to comply with the regulations,
However KPC are very concerned at the magnitude of 'agricultural development' that has recently been applied for in this intensely rural and unspoilt area of countryside, which is crisscrossed by public rights of way.
In the hope of preserving the Green Belt for future generations to enjoy KPC seeks a condition that the permission applies to the applicant and family. This to preserve the openness of the Green Belt as there is no pre-existing built form, and there should be no chance of future development of the structure.

Demolition of existing four bedroom detached dwelling and garage. Erection of a new detached dwelling with basement and garage.
Object- KPC object to this application. Contrary to Policy GB4 of the ADMP the design and volume proposed will materially harm the openness of the Green Belt through excessive scale, bulk or visual intrusion. There is a substantial increase in size to the original compact agricultural dwelling, Should permission be granted KPC would seek permitted development rights be withdrawn.
