7.1 AMENITIES
a. It was noted that the Village Tree works at the Pound, the recreation ground and Ivy Lane have been completed.
b. Nothing further to report on the Letts Green fencing.
c. It was noted that Chevening Estate have now formally approved the request to plant a Beech Tree in memory of Alan Hildrew. 
d. The Allotment Association have sent an email regarding a discrepancy on the annual rent increase, the lease states an increase from 2025 but should be 2026 as per the lease between KPC and Shepherd Neame, the clerk will amend this. They have also sent a request for help towards the broken fencing. Further information on works required is to be obtained ahead of making a formal decision on the matter.
e. The planting of an Oak Tree to mark the Queens Jubilee was discussed and location agreed. The purchase and planting of the Tree will be arranged imminently. 
f. The clerk advised that Cllr Williamson is helping with investigations into obtaining the ownership of the Land at Hunters walk.

g. The Annual Parish Meeting is scheduled for Monday 16th May in the Village Centre at 7.15pm. Cheese and Wine will be offered after the meeting. Rick Edmondson will be giving a speech on the history of Vavasseurs wood.
h. The Summer Fayre agreement for the use of the recreation ground between KPC and the Carnival committee was agreed and signed.

7.2 FINANCE
a.   It was noted that a considerable amount of additional construction roofing work has been necessary to the Village Centre meaning that the KVCC expenditure has run ahead of adequate finance. Cllr Manton is going to chase the status of the PWLB loan and a Finance meeting will be arranged to discuss all possible options for payment. KPC request that all works are ceased until such time as adequate funds are available.
b.   The annual incremental increase in the clerks rate of pay from SCP12 (£11.73ph) to SCP13 (£11.97 p/h) as per terms of contract was approved. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Radford.
7.3   PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION 
a. The Minutes of the Planning & Transportation meeting held on Monday 14th March 2022 were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr.Radford. Seconded Cllr. Manton.

b. The Fort Halstead planning application was recently deferred at Development Control Committee in light of a number of late observations. SDC are awaiting the return of the application for consideration.
c. Nothing further to report on the Speeding safety camera van.
d. The clerk is currently liaising with Chevening Estate regarding the damage to the Speed device. The clerk is to contact the electrician that removed the damaged device to confirm that all live wires have been neutralized.

f. Cllr Moody provided members with quotations for the Traffic survey. A working party to walk around the village and report on the problem areas will be scheduled prior to holding a separate committee meeting to make a final decision on the matter, with a view of putting out a questionnaire for all residents regarding the traffic and speeding issues in the village.
