Cllr Manton took over as Chairman for the discussion of this application.
Object:
We strongly object to this application on the grounds listed below having compared both the original planning application (19/00212/FUL) and the recent sales brochure (on website btfpartnership.co.uk) with this latest application. Upon close inspection, a number of significant discrepancies become apparent.

· The application contravenes policy EN1 of the ADMP (increase in bulk, height, scale and form) and policy GB1 and GB5 (inappropriate development in the Green Belt)

· The Curtilage, in the drawings provided is ill defined and defined in the wrong position, which needs to be investigated. 

· We note that it is stated that the stables are for 6 horses yet in the design and access statement the applicant states that the livery is for 6 horses and in addition they have 2 horses of their own. This is of real concern as there is inadequate provision for 8 horses.

· We would like to draw attention to the 2 new proposed entrances, one which egresses out onto a country lane which is very narrow at this point. We question if either entrance provided sufficient visual splay. We refer the planning officer back to the Design and Assess statement for the previously granted barn conversion (19/00212/FUL) which stressed that proposal utilising the existing very adequate access was a point supporting that application.

· We note that the floor area of the caravan is included in the overall floor area of property, this is not acceptable.

· We have concerns that the relevant surveys/precautions have not be considered to ensure protection of protected species such as bats.

· The basis for application 19/00212/FUL being granted was based upon a structure being developed exactly upon the footprint of the original barn, whereas this current application is a new development in the Green Belt. 

·  We disagree with statement in the design and access statement saying that the footprint of the barn floor area is not increased by putting in second storey in same structure. We believe that the total floor area is calculated by the total of ground floor plus the second storey.

· This application does not meet the requirements to protect, enhance and conserve the Green Belt.

· We question why the row of trees currently partially concealing the Pole barn from Randles Lane does not appear on any of the drawings provided.

· This proposal would provide excessive bulk to the street scene.
