Object:
Knockholt Parish Council object to yet another attempt to develop this Green Belt 'Land in Possession' of the former Public House on the periphery of this rural village.

We, once again refer Sevenoaks to the manipulation of the domestic curtilage and land in possession. We have raised this on numerous occasions and it remains relevant and will continue to do so for this and other sites. 

The site has a long and chequered history dating back to 1964 and which has previously been researched and documented by KPC. This information was provided to SDC Planning Department with our response to a previous application 23/00767/FUL on 20/04/23 and we ask for the current officer to review.

It can be seen that the designation has never been changed to 'Domestic Curtilage' as the application attempts to imply, by the use of a red line to demarcate the area of land. We understand that the general use in drawings of red for 'domestic curtilage' and blue to denote 'land in possession' is accepted practice, but not a legal definition. Unfortunately it sometimes seems to be confused by architects/agents and always to their potential benefit.

Furthermore, we refer back to the results of SDC’s housing needs survey which highlighted the need for affordable housing and note that the proposed devlopment fails to meet those requirements.

We note our concern that this application will introduce 2 additional private driveways with staggered junction onto a busy and narrow national speed limit road.

This development in addition to the potential development in close proximity at the former chicken farm to the rear of the Beeches at Burlings lane will create exessive density in this Green Belt Land and loss of openness within the Green belt.

We seek clarification regarding previous application 22/03529/LDCPR which was granted for a new barn building as it is not clear whether all the relevant documentation has been included. In particular whether the old barn building and container were to be traded for the approved new barn building – this would therefore impact the volumetric increase on the Green Belt site.
