7.1  AMENITIES
a. Cllr Picot reported that the Knockholt help service is still quiet due to vulnerable residents now having other support in place. The Library is set to reopen on Wednesday 14th April using door service only. 
b. The clerk advised that she is awaiting further contact from Wicksteed regarding quotes for the footpath and replacement gate.
c. It was noted that there has not yet been a response from the local contractor with quotes for the 21/22 maintenance contract. The clerk is to chase up and give a 2-week deadline to respond. 
d. Cllr Maines proposed dates to be considered by members for the Tree working party and village clean up. Cllr Brookes is to arrange chipper hire and operator once dates have been agreed.
e. It was agreed that the Hedgerow/Trees along the cycle track will be looked at during the Tree Works working party.
f. The clerk advised that she is awaiting a response from the LED Lighting supplier regarding details of the quotes recently provided. 
g. There was nothing further to report on the replacement bin by St Katharines School. The clerk is to chase SDC for an update.
h. It was noted that the Bid papers for the Three Horseshoes Public House to remain a Community Asset have been submitted to SDC for consideration.
i. It was reported that the Stile SK697 at the bottom of Shelleys hill is severely damaged and has nearly collapsed, making it a physical hazard. The clerk is to write to the landowner to discuss replacement options.
j. Cllr Manton proposed a provisional sum of £500 be reserved for action against anti-social events should they occur. Seconded Cllr Moody. The clerk is to contact the private Patrol company to set up a call out arrangement with them.
k. Cllr Manton advised that he has drawn up a sketch for the proposed replacement fencing at Letts Green and has sent a copy to owner of Letts Green House for approval. The owner of Letts Green House would like to add some additional fencing. Cllr Manton proposed that all fencing work be done at the same time and KPC finance the replacement fencing and the owner of Letts Green House finance the additional fencing. Seconded Cllr Radford.

l. The clerk advised that she has drafted a letter regarding the burning of plastic waste and will send copy to members for approval.

a.   It was noted that KVCC are in the process of modifying drawings for the Planning application amendment to show a slight change in roof profile.
