d. Cllr Picot advised that the Knockholt Library team are currently working on a system of how to distribute books and puzzles to residents throughout lockdown while still adhering to the government guidelines.
e. Cllr Radford provided quote for the materials for the new footpath, this quote was accepted. Proposed Cllr Radford. Seconded Cllr Moody. The clerk is to now obtain quotes for the installation of the footpath.
f. It was noted that TMS Services Ltd have been re-enlisted for a temporary 2-week period as anti-social behaviour has increased due to the October half term. 
g. Cllr Maines proposed that we obtain quotes from residents with the necessary equipment for parts of the maintenance contract before the renewal date. Seconded Cllr Manton. A message to circulate round the Grapevine will be collated. 

h. Cllr Maines advised that he is arranging a date for the Tree working party pending further lockdown restrictions. The clerk is to place an entry asking for volunteers in the December Newsletter and the date will be circulated around the Grapevine when confirmed.
i. The Hedgerow/Trees around the cycle track were discussed. The Tree Working Party are to review and report back.

j. The Letts Green Pond was discussed, it was noted that Cllr Manton and Cllr Radford visited the site and found the level has increased dramatically and therefore partially revitalised.
