b. The 2022/23 External auditor certificate was received and reviewed by all members and feedback noted. The external auditor concluded that the AGAR was in accordance with proper practises and no other matters had come to their attention giving cause for concern. We were required to return the Annual Governance and Accountability Return to correct the following: - Staff Costs at Box 4 for the year ending 31 March 2023 initially included purchases of a PC monitor, a projector and a printer. These costs should have been included in Box 6 Total Other Payments. - Subsequently, Fixed Assets at Box 9 was initially incorrect as the figure did not account for the aforementioned purchases. In future the Council will ensure that the Annual Governance and Accountability Return is accurate. The Minor scope for improvement in 2023/24 were listed as: The Council announced the inspection period more than one day before its commencement. The Council will ensure that in 2023/24 they comply with the Regulations. The bank reconciliation provided did not initially include cash book figures to reconcile to the bank statements. In future the Council will use the standard proforma provided in Mazar’s guidance when preparing the bank reconciliation.
