d. The Harrow Inn Community Asset application was approved. Proposed Cllr Brookes. Seconded Cllr Maines. The Clerk will now submit the application.

f. It was noted that Cllr Picot contacted Royal Mail regarding the reduction in postal service. Royal Mail responded to advise that schedules are currently being reorganised and they hope issues should settle down in a few months.
g. An email has been received from a resident requesting permission to lower 2 branches of an Oak Tree onto the perimeter of the Playing fields and to the North of the Grange. The work will be carried out by a fully qualified and insured Tree Surgeon and the tree is not subject to a TPO. It was resolved to grant permission for the required works.
h. An email from a resident has been received to request the installation of a wooden stake at the entrance to the woods opposite Rushmore Lodge to prevent Horse riders using it as an entrance to Park Corner. It was resolved to install 2 signs to both entrances to remind residents that it is not a bridleway. Proposed Cllr Brookes. Seconded Cllr Maines.
i. Members discussed the idea of having a village diary within the Parish website to prevent events clashing throughout the village. It was decided that the Clerk will post details of any events that she is made aware of via the website.

j. The Flower Festival will be held once again this year with proceeds going to both the Church and the Stroke Association. It was resolved to donate £100.00 to the event. Proposed Cllr Picot. Seconded Cllr Moody.

k. A swing in the Childrens playground is broken. Quotes for a replacement, plus replacement chains have been obtained. Quotes accepted. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Radford. The swing has been chained off to prevent use until the new one is safely installed.
