Extension to basement. Alteration to the first floor and roof pitch to include new front and rear dormer plus roof light. Alterations to fenestration.

Comment only:
The limited planning information available online in relation to this property gives us no clarity regarding the floorspace increase and we therefore rely on the officer’s assessment to clarify this and that the proposed increase in the basement adheres to the ‘no daylight’ rules. Providing the relevant light rules applying to the basement development are adhered to and that the officer is satisfied that the application conforms with EN1 and EN2 from the NPPF, we would have no objection to this application.

Demolition of existing structures and redevelopment to provide 4no. detached dwellings, off-street parking, and associated works, all accessed from a private drive connecting to Burlings Lane.

Comment only:
We appreciate the reduction in the number of proposed dwellings, and we particularly appreciate the effort that has gone into the design, taking into the account the local vernacular. The proposal is sympathetic to the local palette.
However, we are disappointed to see no provision has been made for the need of small/medium sized properties as shown in Sevenoaks’ previous housing survey. One of the proposed dwellings could accommodate 2 semi detached dwellings.

We support any justifiable neighbour concerns.

We would like to see some consideration given between the boundary and the adjacent footpath to prevent urbanisation.

If Sevenoaks are minded to grant this application, we request all Permitted Development rights be removed.

Demolition of existing joinery workshop, part stables, stables and ancillary buildings. Proposed two storey four bedroom dwelling with overcladding of existing converted stables. Associated soft and hard landscaping. Addition of lean to tack room to existing stables. Repositioning of greenhouse. Creation of swimming pool.

Comment only;
We appreciate that the planning officers previous objections seem to have been largely addressed however,we would still like to see confirmation that regulations will be complied to in relation to manure storage and disposal.  

We are also surprised to observe the close proximity of a domestic swimming pool to a working stable.
If Sevenoaks are minded to grant this application, we request all Permitted Development rights be removed.
