6.1 AMENITIES
a. It was noted that the playground repairs are now complete and since completion the litter in the area has increased as the bin by the fence is not being used. It was proposed that the bin is relocated next to the bin that is consistently full and to put remaining bin next to the bench. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Manton.
b. The Clerk advised that she is still awaiting a response from SDC regarding the new street sign installation. 
c. Cllr Manton advised that the Lych Gate repairs at the church are on hold at the moment as they are still awaiting repair quotes. 
d. Cllr Picot advised that SDC community projects have stated that Knockholt help is required to continue throughout August so the service will now be suspended from September. The puzzle and books service is still proving to be a success and Cllr Picot has been in contact with SDC to ask if they can donate any shelves for the new Library project, he is awaiting their decision.

e. Cllr Moody and Cllr Collins have continued to review the styles throughout the Village to report any in need of repair. The Pound Lane style is in need of repair, the clerk is to obtain details of the land owner before we can look into completing the repair work.

f. The playground requirements for reopening were discussed, Cllr Moody proposed that there only be one swing per set and that COVID-19 safety signs be laminated and placed around the entrance to the playground, Seconded Cllr Radford.

g. The possibility of creating a footpath leading from Harrow Road to the Three Horseshoes was discussed due to the danger of pedestrians walking in the road. Cllr Brookes suggested a path being created within the hedge for pedestrians to use. A site visit was agreed to look at the best location for the footpath.

h. It was agreed that the anti-social behaviour has reduced dramatically since TMS Security were employed to patrol the recreation ground, which has also resulted in far less litter on the recreation ground. Due to the positive results it was proposed to renew the services of TMS for the month of August. Proposed Cllr Manton. Seconded Cllr Collins.
6.2 FINANCE
a.  Cllr Hewitt advised that in KVCC’s latest meeting, it was proposed to get new boilers installed before winter and they are looking into quotes for this. With regards to the financial standing of the new refurbishment project, KVCC are still awaiting feedback from the Grant application.
          b.    The pro rata rent reduction due to COVID- 19 closures for the Cricket Club were agreed and the clerk      

       is to invoice the club. 
6.3   PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION 
a. The planning comments submitted since the last meeting were ratified. Proposed Cllr Radford, Seconded Cllr Manton.
b. Nothing further to report on SDC Local Plan. It was noted that we have now submitted our comments on the new consultation for the Fort Halstead plan. 
c. The clerk is still awaiting the crash and fatality statistics from Kent Highways to enable us to push forward with our request for the speeding and safety camera van in the village.  The clerk is to chase again.
d. The clerk advised that the new speed device is now installed at Park Corner. 
e. Cllr Manton advised that the 30mph check speed signs have now been installed. It was proposed to order 10 more for installation around the village. Proposed Cllr Maines. Seconded Cllr Manton.

a.    Cllr Moody advised that the cycle track is still being very well used. The weeds will be sprayed at the end of the year.
b.    The clerk gave pricing details for small claims court to retrieve funds for the generator the Westerham football club are still in possession of. The pricing was agreed, the clerk is to proceed with the claim. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Manton.
c.    Cllr Collins advised that the cricket club have received consent from the Chevening Estate for the new Pavilion providing they pay an annual fee. The cricket club would now like formal approval from KPC and will now provide further details to the Amenities committee for discussion at the next committee meeting.
