7.1 AMENITIES
a. Cllr Maines reported that a site visit is going to be requested at Hunters Walk in the ongoing bid to obtain clarification of ownership of the land.
b. It was noted that the plaque has been purchased for the memorial Cherry Tree and we are currently still awaiting a planting date for the Tree.
c. The Tree working party was a success and we are now awaiting quotations from Tree Surgeons for the professional Tree Survey. 
d. It was noted that the replacement bin liners require attachments for ease when emptying. Cllr Maines will look into what is needed and report back to members.
e. Nothing further to report on the Chime Farm lamppost.
f. It was agreed to purchase a new bench to replace the broken one reported at Letts Green. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Radford.

g. Cllr Hewitt reported that the Village Hall car park has a drainage issue resulting in flooding. It was proposed to contact a drainage company for quotations to unblock the drains to resolve the issue. Proposed Cllr Collins. Seconded Cllr Brookes.
h. Cllr Maines proposed the purchase of a picnic bench to be installed on the Pound. Seconded Cllr Brookes.

i. The annual playground inspection reported worn swing chains and seats. Cllr Moody proposed replacing the 2 swings and chains and the 1 remaining toddler swing and chains. Seconded Cllr Fiorini.

j. It was proposed to finance cleaning of the finger posts around the village. Proposed Cllr Moody. Seconded Cllr Picot.
7.2 FINANCE
a. The Minutes of the Finance meeting held on Monday 21st November 2023 were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr. Collins Seconded Cllr. Fiorini.
b. Members were provided with the forecast for end of year. Income is forecasted to be £102.73k above budget due to a larger than expected VAT reclaim, unexpected CIL funds received and a loan repayment from KVCC. Expenditure is forecasted to be £8.6k above budget, this is due to additional VAT paid for works carried out to the Village Centre. 

c. Members were provided with the 2024/25 Budget based on the end of year forecast and line of inflation.
A provision of £11,155.62 has been added to the budget for loan repayments for the public works board grant for the Village Centre refurbishment, £3k for Tree works and £1k for an annual village BBQ.

There is a prior year surplus of £5600, and it was therefore proposed not to increase the precept for 2024/24, keeping it at £47100.00 in line with the draft budget.

Budget income £63.68k. Budget expenditure £63.63k. Agreed in principle. To be formally approved at the next meeting.

d. A quotation has been received for building works required on the Parish Room. A further 2 quotes will be obtained and reviewed ahead of making a final decision.

e. Nothing further to report on KVCC financial standing.

f. The S137 payments were discussed and approved. Proposed Cllr Collins. Seconded Cllr Maines.
