  7.1 AMENITIES

a. A meeting will be arranged by parish councillors to inspect the trees and discuss recommendations of Tree Audit.

          7.3    PLANNING AND TRANSPORTATION
a. The minutes of the Planning and Transportation Committee held on Wednesday 17th October were approved and signed as a true record. Proposed Cllr. Radford. Seconded Cllr. |Manton.
b. Parish Councillors need to decide where the speed indication signage will be situated.
c. SDC draft local plan will be considered at the Planning Advisory Committee on November 22nd. Halstead’s Protect the Green Belt Protest will be held on Saturday 10th November. 
c. The Clerk gave feedback from KCC Highways Seminar and provided information about what actions KCC can, and do, take when roadworks are planned.

d. The Housing Needs Survey had a 25% response rate and showed a requirement for 3 rural exception homes for those with local connections to the village. To be further discussed at next meeting of Planning and Transportation Committee.

  7.5 SPORTS AND LEISURE  
a WFC have been unable to raise £240 contribution for the generator. It was agreed that WFC would now pay £100, with £140 to follow when funds allowed.

a. Highways England launched a consultation on its updated proposals for the Lower Thames Crossing. On the south side of the Thames, the proposed new road will link to the A2 and M2. On the north side, it will link the A13 and the M25. The Highways England consultation deadline is 23:59 on 20 December 2018.
